Canadian sire Mapleburn Remington. Previous sale averages were smashed with an
average of £3665 ($5783US) dollars for the milking stock and £3127 ($4933US) for the
total sold.

It was another sad day for the breed when John Tomlinson sold his Acton herd later in
the year, and again Ayrshires were in huge demand with a very impressive £2414 (
$3808US ) average for all lots sold and a top price of £9450($14916US) for the EX 92
Acton Saltire Peggy selling to P &S Williams for their Willhome herd.

Shows were again well supported in the UK by Ayrshire breeders. Possibly one of the
most successful exhibits this year was the beautiful heifer Hunnington Fragrance 55
VG87 2yr from the Hunnington herd of Chris and Lisa Window. With no less than 4
junior championships, including 2 of them being supreme Interbreed junior champion-
ships, and sired by the up and coming sire Castern Tornado she certainly is not a one off,
as she comes from a family backed with 4 generations of Excellent.
