Hidden-Valley Garth,  an A.I. bull bred by Coale, is especially known for his productive life qualities. 
He also believes in using young sires – a sure sign of a leader in today’s dairy industry.
Coale is dedicated to supporting the Ayrshire breed on the local, state and national level. He believes 
strongly in youth programs, and shows that support with his time and finances. He actively shows 
his Ayrshires at all levels. He supports Ayrshire sales. He has been an officer on DHIA boards, the 
Maryland/Delaware Ayrshire Breeders’ Association, and participates on national Ayrshire 
committees.

COLUMBUS, OH – The Ayrshire Breeders’ Association had a successful convention hosted by the 
Maryland Ayrshire Breeders’ Association in Hagerstown, MD. President Lynn Lee presided over the 
annual meeting on July 1, 2011, with great participation from an enthusiastic group of Ayrshire 
members in attendance.

The Association reported a gain in net assets of $5,952  and a slight decrease in registrations and 
transfers for the 2010 calendar year. The Ayrshire Trophy was presented to Irrthum Farm of 
Wanamingo, MN, for the highest 305-day ME record for their cow, Bar-Vue Battle Penny, EX-91 2E, 
with 6-10 31,810M 4.2% 1346F 3.0% 963P. “Penny” also earned the Total Performance Award for the 
same record. Charles Sayles was awarded the Living Lifetime Production Award for Hawksfield Bronara 
for her record of 308,703M 4.3% 12,941F 3.3% 10,105P.

The membership voted to approve two changes to 
the ABA Bylaws. Article V, Section 1 will be updated 
to state that the treasurer may be a member of the 
Board of Directors. Artivle IV, Section 3 (b) will be 
updated to state that lifetime members with activity on their accounts in the last two years will 
automatically received a ballot each year. Lifetime members with inactive accounts may request ballots.
The Board of Directors announced an update for registering males. Any Ayrshire male born July 1, 2011, 
or later must be DNA tested to receive a registration certificate. The fees for registering males have been 
updated to include the DNA testing fee. The ABA office will send breeders a DNA kit upon the receipt 
of the registration application. Official registration certificates will be returned to the breeder once the 
ABA receives the DNA results.
